After that, the Colorado Firefighter Trust will
provide reimbursement for copays, deductibles, and other unreimbursed expenses for
commonly covered behavioral health services.

IF YOU HAVE HEALTH INSURANCE...

If you have commercial insurance through your employer or the state, you will first need to
utilize your insurance benefits. For expenses incurred that goes beyond what is covered by
your insurance plan, the Colorado Firefighter Trust will provide reimbursement.

IF YOU DO NOT HAVE INSURANCE...

Even if you have no insurance, we have you covered. We have provided a list of recommended
providers at cfhtrust.com/behavioral. From this list, you can make an appointment directly with a
clinician and begin treatment immediately.
